Fire Safety 
 
Wesley Chapel VFD Chief Terry 
Byrum gave a brief report to the 
Town Council regarding the re-
cent house fire in Aero Planta-
tion.  He shared ideas on how the 
Town and citizens could assist 
the fire department such as wid-
ening neighborhood roads and 
entrances, trimming of trees and 
landscaping to allow fire trucks to 
enter the development safely and 
quickly.  He recommended that 
everyone install a smoke detector 
in their attic to help with the early 
detection of a fire from a lighting 
strike.   

Other Fire Safety Tips to Consider: 
 
*  Make sure all family members 
 know what to do in the event of a 
 fire. 
*  Draw a floor plan with at least two 
 ways of escaping every room. Make 
 a drawing for each floor. Make sure 
 the plan shows important details such
 as stairs, hallways and windows that 
 can  be used as fire escape routes. 
* Test windows and doors — do they 
 open easily enough? Are they wide 
 enough or tall enough? 
* Choose a safe meeting place outside 
 the house. 
* Practice alerting other family  
 members. It is a good idea to keep a 
 bell and flashlight in each bedroom.
